Approval of Minutes

III. Elections Report

· Elections went smoothly.

· Sections 12/21/LLM/at large approved on first ballot

· Sections 11/14 had a run-off

· There were no written complaints and properly certified. 

· 1 instance of a candidate campaigning by e-mail, but candidate did not win.

IV. Approval of Elections

V. Impact 2004 Funding

· Seeking $600-700 for a non-recognized student group through the community outreach program. The money is intended for busing and food.

· Students on the Penn. trip will provide non-partisan election day voting advice. 
· The amount is approximate and could be less.

· Motion Approved $700 of funding from ad hoc funding by a vote of acclimation.
VI. Bill to Approve Glen Minto as SBA Judge

· Eric presented the bill and recommended Glen based on a prior interview.  
· Bill approved by a vote of acclimation.
VII. Bill to Approve Law Students For Choice Ad Hoc Funding

· Andrew spoke of the past event.  
· This should be the last time that funding is requested subsequent to the organization’s spending.
· 25 people attended, and they spent $62; well within the $3/person rule.
· Bill approved by vote of acclimation.
VIII. Resolution to Establish a Career Development Advisory Committee

· Eric: Formalization of process. Need to keep in perpetuity. All appointments would be by the appointment committee. An eight-member committee will chair.
· Questions were raised as to minority representation and appointments. No amendments introduced.
